that the new residence hall 
construction is tentatively 
scheduled to begin in fall/ 
winter with the demolition of 
Robinson Hall. Parking Lot 
F  and a portion of the lower 
Quad will not be accessible 
during the demolition/ 
construction activities. Parking 
will be re-directed to the Airport 
Parking Lot. 
Students will be pleased to 
find a brighter campus as the 
Safety/Security project concludes 
this Fall. The addition of more 
exterior lighting in the Melrose 
Park area and permanent repairs 
to lighting in the Airport Lot will 
be a marked improvement.

More areas on campus have 
been converted to adhere to 
ADA compliance and to mini-
mize fire/safety hazard.

These 
devices will save en-
ergy, and the work is 
part the Guaranteed 
Energy Savings Project 
currently underway via 
Noresco.

As the construction progresses, 
there will be new fire alarm sys-
tems installed in Cope

Science.  Building security 
systems are being installed in 
nine buildings, and eleven 
new video cameras will be 
installed around the campus 
perimeters. There will be 12 
new emergency call boxes 
and blue light wireless 
phones installed around the 
campus to allow for two-way 
access directly to public 
safety.
